FAQs
1. Can I apply as a partnership?
We won’t accept applications from consortiums or partnerships, however we will accept separate applications from organisations working in a partnership.
2. Can I apply if my organisation’s service delivery extends beyond the specified geographical locations?
Yes, but you must be able to demonstrate how you will allocate funding to be spent in England and Wales only.
3. Can I apply if I am currently receiving a grant from the Access to Justice Foundation?
Yes, you can apply even if you currently receive a grant from us. However, there must be no duplication of costs between any grant (from us or other sources) and this funding. Organisations will be asked to demonstrate how they are ensuring this. 
4. Can funding be used to deliver legal advice?
We expect many organisations to deliver legal advice as part of their work. However, funding must be focused on supporting the organisational infrastructure, systems, and processes that enable effective legal support and participation in the research.
5. Do we need to deliver across all areas of social welfare and family law?
No. Organisations should apply based on their existing areas of expertise and delivery. You do not need to cover all areas.
6. What is meant by “organisational infrastructure”?
Funding is intended to support the systems, management, administration and coordination, processes, and organisational capacity required to deliver legal support and participate in the research programme.
7. Can I apply if my organisation delivers legal advice?
Yes. This programme is intended for organisations delivering legal support, including those providing legal advice. Funding focuses on strengthening infrastructure that supports service delivery and supporting participation in research.
8. Can funding be used to develop a new online platform?
Funding is intended to support the development and enhancement of existing systems, rather than the creation of entirely new platforms.
9. Do we need to deliver a national service for the online platform?
Yes, organisations applying for this funding route should demonstrate how their existing systems already operate, or can operate, at a national level.
10. What if our organisation does not currently collect all of the data mentioned?
You are not expected to have everything in place at the point of application. Support will be provided to help organisations develop the necessary systems and processes during the funding period.
11. Will you provide feedback if an application is unsuccessful? 
We are expecting a high number of applications, and we will offer general feedback via email to organisations which are unsuccessful.
12. Can I apply for both funding routes? 
No. Organisations must choose one funding route only and should apply for the option that best reflects their delivery model and the activity they are seeking funding for.
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
